

This month each student is to choose 5 days a week to read independently for 15 minutes.  They are encouraged to choose “Just Right Books” that are at their reading level.  Nightly reading must be recorded and initialed by a parent on the monthly reading calendar.  In addition to the nightly reading, students are required to complete a book project each month.  This month we are studying fiction books during reader’s workshop.  I would like for the students to choose 1 fiction book that they have read at home and complete the book project described below.  Book projects and reading calendars are due Monday, November 30th. 

Create a Character Hanging

1. Choose a fiction book to read at home.

2. Make a 3D paper head of the main character of the book.  You might consider using a paper plate as the base of your character’s head.  Next, you might use yarn, buttons, construction paper, material, or any other 3 dimensional materials to make your character look real.

3. Writer a character report.  We will want to know what book your character is from and what kind of person (or animal) your character was.  As you write your character report think about its personality and give examples from the book which prove that character trait.  What did the character do in the story?  Did it over-come big problems or have an adventure?  Would you like to know this character?  Why or why not?  Was your character real or make-believe?  How do you know?

4. After you neatly write (or type) your report, glue it to another plate.  Attach that plate to your character’s head with a string.  We will be sharing these reports in class and hanging them in the hall for others to enjoy.
